                                West Parley Highways Proposals
At their meeting on 21 September the Parish Council formally agreed to forward the following Highways proposals to the County Council.

The proposals have the support of both the West Parley P.A.C.T. and the Parish Plan. They have been discussed on site on September 28 with D.C.C. Highways Department officers Andy Brown and Sue Sadler.
The proposals are:

Church Lane  To take appropriate measures to restrict traffic speeds at the bottom of Church Lane. The roadway is very narrow there and there are no footpaths, but there is now a substantial usage both by walkers and road traffic to the Eden Landscapes complex and the caravan parks.

Bus Stop outside the Southern Shopping Parade at Parley Cross.  To move the bus stop some 200 yards or so back to the wide grass verge and create a bay for buses to stop. Reason: the present bus stop presents a distinct danger to the young and infirm and also restricts traffic flows at peak periods.

New Road Pedestrian Crossings.  At present there is (apart from at the Parley Cross Lights) only one pedestrian crossing on the 3.5 miles of the busy A347 New Road from the traffic lights at Ferndown to the bridge at Ensbury. With an elderly population, and the policy encouragement for people to walk, this is a shortcoming that is overdue to be addressed. The proposals discussed with D.C.C. officers are for relatively simple central refuge crossings in the vicinity of (from S to N) Dudsbury Gardens, Winnards Close and Glenmoor Road.
It is appreciated that these proposals will need consideration both from the traffic engineering and the financial viewpoints, and the Parish Council looks forward to contributing to further work on them.
