Matters arising

Glenmoor Road car park – still no lighting.  BM had received a reply from the proprietors of the site and they said the matter was in hand. 

SID (Speed Indicator Device) in Glenmoor Road (corner of Dorset Avenue) had been installed.

The plastic policeman had been damaged whilst being used in Wollaton Road: a replacement/repair is being sought. Future locations suggested were north of Parley Cross junction (to deter motorists from passing on the wrong side of the traffic island), Christchurch Road to the west of the crossroads to deter speeding and on New Road at the junction of Longfield Drive to deter drivers who ignore the No Entry sign. 
BM had spoken to Alan Jowsey (DCC) about the restricted parking proposals for Glenmoor Road and the service road in front of Parley shops: she was told they were being discussed this autumn and then released for general publication and comments.

Agenda
1. Communications

BM said that we haven’t publicised our successes and failures adequately enough. It was agreed that an article would be written (AD) for insertion into the Neighbourhood Watch newsletter (deadline Nov 16), First School newsletter. Ferndown 50+ forum newsletter, Parish Council website, and the Ferndown & West Parley Directory. 
2. Scooter Awareness Event

BM had spoken with Kathy Lugg from Ferndown PACT and they were   interested in co-hosting an event. Date probably Spring 2012. An Action Group would be formed (BM). 
3. Priorites

These were reiterated as:   

· speeding issues at specific locations 

· inconsiderate parking

· Fear of crime for personal safety 

DJ – will put this to the Ferndown 50+ forum and possibly make it a specific event. JC said this could be featured at the next annual Parish meeting.
4. Street Clutter

Government thinking about this had changed in view of the current recession ie. targeted removal of pavement signs, A boards and banners would be a very low priority : as a consequence our plans for doing this in West Parley would be put on the back burner. 

BM said that Noah’s Workshop and Parley Cross garage had been served an enforcement notice to close in view of planning irregularities.

5. Parish Council road/traffic issues

 JC had met with Highways engineers recently and a report was expected next week on changes to signage, road markings, lighting etc which could be applied to New Road (from the former Dormy Hotel site to Longfield Drive, south of Parley Cross) and to Church Lane. These would improve safety and hopefully reduce traffic speeds.
  Lone Pine Drive – dangerous parking continued on this road in the vicinity of  the corner with the Parley Common access lane. Residents would be advised by the Police (AD,IC) that they can take photographs of the offending vehicles including licence plates and Police can then send a warning letter. Patrols would also be increased.

6. PACT - the way forward

 Martha Perry was absent so this item will be carried forward.
7. Any Other Business
BM informed the Panel that DCC plans had been drawn up for changes to the road lanes at Parley Cross if future development at the Aviation Park (West) took place. One condition of the development would be provision of improved infrastructure to the road system to take account of increased traffic movements. 

Best Kept Village - this subject was mentioned by various members. JC would bring the matter to the next Parish Council meeting with a view to possible entry in 2013.
