WEST PARLEY PACT
Minutes of PACT Panel meeting held on February 14 2013 at Parley First School.

Pat Lewis was introduced to the Panel as the new representative for Wayfinders.

Apologies: John Wilson, Graham Kewley, PC Stuart Belfield.
Matters arising: 
Street lighting is being turned off between 12.00 – 05.30 in phases in East Dorset and West Parley will be one of the last areas to be done.

London & Cambridge, landlords of the shopping parade in Glenmoor Road, are now not interested in providing lighting for the car park. 

Agenda

1. Awareness event.
After last year’s success, another event is planned for this July. It is likely to be held in conjunction with Ferndown PACT and will have a different focus. The theme will be personal awareness and crime prevention and it will be aimed at people of all ages. There will be an opportunity for local organisations to publicise themselves. A possible venue is the Sports & Social Club. A Working Party – BM, MP, DJ and PL will be set up.

2. Martyn Underhill
MP will try to set up a meeting with the new PCC (Police & Crime Commissioner) and representatives of local PACT Panels.

3. Crime Figures
Are generally static across East Dorset. The figures do show an increase in domestic violence though this is thought to be due to increased reporting and what type of incidents are classified as DV (eg includes verbal abuse). There is an increase in theft from commercial vehicles: a crime prevention event is being held on March 14 at the Barrington Centre, Ferndown specifically targeting this type of crime. 
DJ will look into setting up a ‘good neighbour’ scheme for West Parley similar to the one running in the Purbecks that she was involved in. 
4. Bollards
Parley First School has not been able to secure any funding for the pavement bollards on the school frontage. JC said that WPPC would contribute and MP said that the ED Crime Prevention Panel has a budget from which JF can make an application. 
5. Wayfinders 

Pat Lewis is the new representative for West Parley and she gave a brief resume of their ‘mission’. 

6. Core Strategy
There is a meeting on February 25 at Furzehill when the public are able to speak for a total of 5 minutes (!) on the issues regarding housing development at West Parley and other locations in East Dorset. A march from the Stocks Inn has been organised for 5.30pm (before the meeting) to publicise the unfairness of this. There will be a public inquiry in the summer when residents will have an opportunity to speak. 
7. Any other business
PT – as a member of the Ferndown Traffic Working Party, gave a resume of the cycle routes planned for the area. 

DJ said that a document – ‘Consultation about Bus services in Dorset’ was currently available but was badly publicised and has only a two month period for comments. Details are on the www.dorsetforyou.com website.

The fact will be advertised via Ringmaster.

JC advised that: 

a.  new concrete picnic tables will be provided by WPCC at the Rec. near the Sports Club. 

b.  a Heritage Project Open Day will be held after the coffee morning on April 17. A Dorset County archaeologist will be attending: residents are invited to bring along artefacts of interest. 
MP mentioned a pilot project involving a school in Colehill  in which crime prevention information will be given to the pupils (including Sheducation). They will be set a questionnaire to assess the safety and security of their own homes: it is hoped that it will encourage parents to think about their own measures and to join the local NW/HW schemes. 

A footpath/cycle path link between the Heatherlands estate and Chapel Lane (east side of the airport) will be developed.
