Scooter Awareness and More (SCAM)
The event will be held on May 23 at 1.30pm at the Barrington Centre in conjunction with Ferndown PACT. In addition to scooter awareness, there will be other security and safety and information stands for visitors to see. Publicity for the event will be available next week. 
Walkway - Wollaton Rd/First School
A letter of complaint had been received from a school Mum about the litter, dog mess, graffiti in the lane and youths congregating at the Wollaton road end. The Police said there have been no incidents of ASB reported to them around this lane but they would include the area in their patrols. The Ferndown Lengthsman would be requested (JC) to tidy up the lane and remove the graffiti. 

Glenmoor Road

The management company for the shopping precinct have introduced time limits and wheel clamping for parking in the shopping parade car park. No previous notification to any interested party was given. The result has been ‘displaced’ parking in the nearby Glenmoor Rd cul de sac which a resident has complained about.  Roadside parking which is not in contravention of parking restrictions or causing obstruction is not illegal. BM will write to London & Cambridge to voice our objection at the imposition of parking restrictions and see if they can be modified to relieve pressure on parking in the car park and on Glenmoor Road generally. If residents think that parking is causing an obstruction or is dangerous they can inform the Police Safer Neighbourhood Team who can issue a parking leaflet to the offender which can lead to a fixed penalty notice fine.
The yellow line daytime restriction of parking on the north side of Glenmoor Road adjacent to the shops and school will be publicised on May 21. If no-one objects within 21 days the lines will be painted soon afterwards.  

Process for coordinating local road/traffic issues 
It was agreed that in future, any initiative or request from PACT for a traffic improvement should be made through WPPC. JC has devised a proforma for keeping track of requests and their progress through the normal channels to DCC.

Any other Business
A complaint had come from a West Parley resident about the traffic problems at the entrance lane to Stocks equestrian centre and Church Lane.  The traffic using this centre is using the same lane for entry and exit instead of entry only and  exiting through Stocks Lane ( by the Memorial Hall); the latter being the basis on which access was originally granted. 
BM will write, in her capacity as EDDC Councillor, to remind Stocks of the correct way for traffic to flow. 

Church Lane 

Sue Sadler from DCC Highways is visiting this road tomorrow to review what road signage/markings could be installed in the vicinity of  Osborne Day Centre to slow traffic. There is no money in DCC budget for any major changes to the road here.
