S I D (Speed Indicator Device) update

BM resubmitted the application for a device and it was accepted. After monitoring of speeds in Glenmoor road, DCC have decided that a device will be situated on the corner of Dorset Avenue and Glenmoor Road: hopefully by September. 

Leaflets for illegal street parking

These are now available for use and will be publicised on the Parish Council website for general  information (DH) as well as local street notice boards and the First School website and autumn newsletter (JF).
Parking issues raised by residents

Lone Pine Drive: this will be monitored by Police

New Road, Porsche garage: IC has spoken with the new garage manager this week who was very apologetic and will instruct his staff to park within their own facility.

Street Clutter

Parley Cross garage had their retrospective planning permission refused. DJ will forward a list of dubious/superfluous street notices to BM who will contact Neil Lancaster at EDDC Planning for his advice as well as John Wilson.
Plastic Policeman

Alan Downing will take charge of this. The plastic variety can be used inside or out (subject to weather conditions) and can be used to deter shoplifting, speeding , illegal parking, antisocial road behaviour etc. This will be publicised on the Parish Council website (DH). 

Walk to school Week

Not a success. Another attempt could be made to make a video by eg. Youth Club, Upper School, or Bournemouth University. BM & IC to investigate. BM to check with Martha Perry that funding is still available.
Scoot Safe awareness

BM had learned of a recent event held in Christchurch to increase awareness for mobility scooter riders. This included road safety, insurance, sight testing and an obstacle course. BM will discuss with Ferndown PACT about holding a similar day in central Ferndown. POPP would support this.

Road safety: 

Church Lane: DH has been made aware of the issue of pedestrian safety at the narrow part of the Lane at its far end. Moving the 30mph sign from this point, reducing the speed limit to 20mph, introducing traffic calming measures were all discussed. IC will talk to the contracting firms that are based in the Lane. 

Footpath from Church Lane to New Road (opp. Dudsbury Gardens): a lot of people cross New Road at this busy point to gain access toand from the footpath. A central refuge was thought a good idea. BM will discuss both matters with John Wilson. 
Diamond Jubilee fete – June 4 2012

WP Parish Council is in the early planning stages with this. The idea of having a PACT stand at the fete was mooted.

Any other business

‘Shed education’ is being launched on July 17 at Haskins Garden Centre. This is a shed that can be towed to a venue on a trailer and is designed to increase awareness about the security of garden sheds and ways to reduce the risk of a break in.
