APOLOGIES        There were no apologies to be recorded

DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST.    There were no declarations of interest to be recorded

MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 21st SEPTEMBER 2011.

The minutes had been circulated prior to the meeting. PROPOSED by Councillor Oakley and SECONDED by Councillor Davis that they be accepted as an accurate record. All were in agreement (Pages 11027 to 11029)

PRESENTATIONS FROM MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC.

Mr Lane, Chairman of the Memorial Hall Committee, thanked those councillors who attended the successful Remembrance Service.  
5.
REPORTS BY DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS.

District Councillor Mrs B Manuel reported on a number of outstanding consultations.  Firstly, the Travellers and Gypsy site consultation opens this week, starting at West Moors. There is also the Green Infrastructure Consultation. Dorset Waste Partnership proposals are now public and feedback is being received.  This will be discussed by the Full Council 28th November 2011  A proposed wind farm of 180 wind turbines off  the Isle of Wight and visible from Dorset, is also up for consultation, with the electricity feeding through Chewton Bunny and Mannington.  On housing issues, the District Council’s P & R committee will meet in January 2012. The public will be allowed  to attend as usual, but the agenda will not be site specific. Decisions on sites will be taken at a joint Christchurch/EDDC meeting planned for 1 February at the Barrington Theatre. 
ITEMS FOR DECISION

6. BUDGET FOR 2012/13.

Councillor Oakley said there had been minimal change to the budget he presented last month, however more money was proposed to be allocated to bus shelters and the children’s playground.  The budget would be a guide for us, but should remain flexible to meet changing demands. It was PROPOSED by Councillor Macdonald and SECONDED by Councillor Goulden, with a unanimous vote. The Precept for 2012/3 will be agreed in December’s meeting.

7. LEISURE HUT

Cost estimates from the previous Council for renovation or demolition now provide a basis for us to move forward.  A sub-committee including Councillors J Cullen, P Couper and A Macdonald was PROPOSED by the Chairman and SECONDED by Councillor Oakley, with a unanimous vote. . A possibility of funding means that this needs to be progressed speedily. Options will be reported to the Council’s December meeting.  
8. PLAYGROUND DEVELOPMENT PLAN

Councillor Mrs Couper explained the proposed extension and development of the playground and is currently waiting for quotes for the proposed Wendy House and additional swing.  The estimated cost is £6000.  It was suggested that this could be included within a community project eg for the Diamond Jubilee celebrations;  however it will remain separate until the final proposal is agreed.  It was PROPOSED by Councillor Couper and SECONDED by Councillor Davies, and voted unanimously, that the plans be agreed in principle and submitted in detail in 2012.  
9. PARISH PLAN

The second proof of the plan is due back tomorrow. When published shortly, the Parish Plan  will be distributed to all houses in the Parish by a network of volunteers. In order to monitor the Plan and ensure its implementation, it will be discussed at the 2012 W.P.P.C. Annual Meeting.  The Plan was PROPOSED by Councillor Cullen and SECONDED by Councillor Pearce, with a unanimous vote.  Councillor Dark PROPOSED a vote of thanks to Councillor Cullen for his work on the document, SECONDED by the Chairman and carried unanimously.
10. DONATIONS
Agreed - Parish Council membership of the Campaign for the Protection of Rural England (CPRE) – cost £25pa - as CPRE have funded planning objections to the most vulnerable planning sites here and elsewhere in East Dorset. 
To assist new community groups setting up in West Parley, it was suggested the Parish Council help them with their initial room hire. The WPPC could pay for first 3 meeting room hire fees at West Parley Halls. This would provide revenue for the local halls whilst supporting new community groups.  Parameters need establishing to provide consistency eg reside within West Parley, maximum of 3 sessions, aims of the new group, no commercial or  political influence.  Councillor Cullen to produce a document and present at December’s Meeting.
11.CHEQUE SCHEDULES

The Clerk presented 2 cheque schedules, namely the cheques already paid since May 2011 and those requiring authorisation and signature after the meeting.  Councillors were invited to question any payments and discussed accordingly.
12. PLANNING MATTERS.

Councillor G Dark gave details of the Planning Permissions received and 2 of the Applications which had been received since the last planning meeting and his views on the items which had been included in the agenda:-

Erect 2 cricket nets with artificial surfaces (remove existing)

Cricket Club – Tree problems had led to the withdrawal of the planning application. Subsequent investigation by the EDDC officer onsite led to a proposed solution of the problem, and therefore the planning application should be resubmitted.  This was PROPOSED by Councillor Oakley and SECONDED by Ian Davies, with a unanimous vote. Clerk to resubmit the Planning Application.

Two Storey Side Extension and Replace Existing Flat Roof with New Raised Pitched Roof

Plans show the flat roof of the property should be included under a pitch roof, making the property more 
aesthetically pleasing with no additional living space. No comments or objections from the public as at 10/11/11. The

Proposed installation Of 20 Solar PV Panels 

The plans show that the solar panels would be on a flat roof on one of the three barns at the rear of the property.  This is not overlooked.  No comments or objections from the public as at 10/11/11.   The parish council supported this application.

190 New Road
Mixed use of land and buildings for motor sales, repair and servicing and the sale and display of garden buildings and other timber products.

Councillor Oakley asked if there had been an update on this application, and Councillor Dark confirmed that a letter had been sent containing the nearby resident’s detailed reports of noise disturbance.

The Chairman of the Planning Committee, Councillor Dark, confirmed there had been no Planning Committee meeting on 2nd November 2011 so there were no minutes for approval and adoption.

ITEMS FOR INFORMATION

13. PARLEY SPORTS CLUB
The Chairman reported that he had met with the Sports Club and the Brewery’s financial officers to discuss the current state of affairs. He said that the Brewery was generally satisfied with the Sports Club’s improved performance.  WPPC has a Councillor on the Club’s committee and is helping with management and publicity to support the club.  

14. 2ND DECEMBER PUBLIC MEETING

The Chairman outlined the purpose of the public meeting at 7.30pm in the Memorial Hall on Friday 2nd December, which would be to launch the Parish Plan and to discuss with residents the defence of the green belt locally and raise their awareness of this issue.  He requested that all Councillors attend.  All households will be informed by leaflet.
15. COUNCILLORS REPORTS ON LEAD AREAS.

Councillor Macdonald provided an update on the many things progressed including the new ‘Welcome to West Parley’ signs, maintenance of hedgerows , weed killing, use of the Lengthsman to clear pavements and verges, preparation of the Millennium garden for planting, and the use of the community payback team.

The plans for Parley Wood are progressing with the first stages being the installation of 3 footbridges & the clearance of ground cover to remove holly, unnecessary saplings and dangerous branches.

Councillor Cullen commented that Christchurch Borough Council do tours to meet their Parish Councils to keep them updated however EDDC do not.  Maybe now they are combining this is something that may be adopted. In the meantime he suggested the exchange of minutes with Hurn Parish Council and Ferndown as an example.
Councillor Mrs Couper reported on the improved appearance of the Millennium Garden after being replanted.

Councillor Mrs Goulden reported progress of the coffee mornings initiative. Decision made to use the larger church hall to increase accessibility, starting early 2012.  Suggested name put forward was West Parley Village Coffee Club.
Councillor Mrs Davies provided an update on Footpaths and several Councillors reported they had walked some to report back and others volunteered to do more.  Any issues identified along route or on the map should be reported back to Councillor Davies please.
Councillor Oakley requested that Invoices for WPPC to be sent to the new Clerk.
16. DATE OF NEXT MEETING.
