DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST.    None declared.

MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 14th DECEMBER 2011.

The minutes had been circulated prior to the meeting.  District and County Councillor Wilson pointed out that in his summary under point 5, it should have read that the County Council cabinet had met today. PROPOSED by Councillor Gooden and SECONDED by Councillor Pearce that they be accepted as an accurate record. All were in agreement (Pages 11037 to 11039)

5.
REPORTS BY DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS.

District & County Councillor John Wilson reported on a number of issues. The Dorset Waste Partnership is under judicial review but the proposed approach appears to be acceptable. The County Council has a committee looking at BDUK, getting faster broadband across Dorset. It looks as though this will now be government funded.

Ferndown Town Council have arranged an Open Meeting at the Barrington Centre on 31st January 2012 to discuss the Gypsy & Traveller site proposals, in particular 1 pitch at Pompeys Lane and 25 pitches at Uddens Forest.  The proposals would give increased powers to the Police.  This is still up for Public Consultation and not yet decided. 

District Councillor Barbara Manuel reported on the proposed new housing for West Parley. She said that this was an Officer report and had no member input, and  she had only been briefed on 17th January. She said that after the 1st Feb Policy and Resources Committee and the 5th March Full Council meeting the Core Strategy containing the housing proposals would go out to consultation 2nd April – 25th June.  Cllr Manuel asked if the Parish Council could use their network to make the whole of West Parley is aware of what is being proposed.  Cllr Heaslip confirmed that he had negotiated for West Parley’s consultation to be separate from Ferndown (and not joint as in 2010).
Cllr Manuel also reported on the forthcoming  EDDC electoral review which would look at numbers of Councillors and ward boundaries.  This may impact Town and Parish Councils if Wards and boundaries change. The outcome should be known in Spring 2013 and any changes made in 2015.
ITEMS FOR DECISION
6. TREE PLANTING ON GRASS VERGES
Councillor Macdonald briefed on a meeting planned with the Tree Officer at 9am on 19th January to discuss his proposal of planting trees on the verges of the main roads leading to Parley Cross.  The number of trees  is dependent upon highway safety.  He said he is looking into buying the trees from Wyevale through D.C.C. and also other local sources; the total costs would be within £500. There are also a number of residents identified who would like to sponsor a tree, which would bring costs down. Responding to a question from the chairman, Cllr Macdonald confirmed that the £500 was in the budget for this purpose. It was PROPOSED by Cllr Pearce and SECONDED by Cllr Cullen that the Council go ahead with this tree plan, and passed unanimously.
7. SIGNAGE AT GLENMOOR ROAD, GOLF LINKS ROAD AND RECREATION GROUND

Cllr Macdonald confirmed that DCC have approved the sites of the signs in situ and recommended that the Council buy 2 further signs to ensure consistency on all roads leading into  West Parley. Cllr Pearce agreed that the last 2 roads need to be signed.  Cllr Macdonald confirmed that the additional 2 signs would be within budget and PROPOSED a motion to buy 2 further Welcome to West Parley signs from Signs Express with the associated posts and clips from Dorset Works( being the cheaper provider). SECONDED by Cllr Pearce and passed unanimously.
Cllr Macdonald then presented the costings and sizes for a sign at the recreation ground.  PROPOSED by Cllr Macdonald for a sign to be erected, SECONDED by Cllr Cullen, passed unanimously..
8. ANNUAL PARISH MEETING 7.30pm FRIDAY 4th MAY
The forthcoming  Annual Parish Meeting was discussed.  Cllr Cullen and Cllr Heaslip suggested that the meeting begin this year with 30 minutes or so being given to an exhibition of stands showing local organisations and future plans, which residents could look round while teas and coffees were served, before proceeding to the business of the actual meeting. Cllr Heaslip suggested that the meeting be held on 4th May 2012 at 7.30pm in the Memorial Hall. This was PROPOSED by Cllr Dark, SECONDED by Cllr Oakley and passed unanimously.
9. CHEQUE SCHEDULES

The Chairman presented the cheque schedule, requiring authorisation and signature after the meeting.  Councillors were invited to question any payments and discussed accordingly.
Approval of the Schedule was PROPOSED by Cllr Pearce, SECONDED by Cllr Dark, with a unanimous vote.

10. PLANNING MATTERS
The Clerk gave details of planning consents received. The Chairman of the Planning Committee gave the details of some Tree Orders had been sent, dating back to mid-October.

There had been no Planning Committee meeting on 11th January 2012 as there were no applications for discussion, so there were no minutes for approval and adoption.

ITEMS FOR INFORMATION
11. BUS SHELTER

Cllr Heaslip reported that there are currently 2 quotes in place with a third to be obtained, followed by a site visit.  Clerk to obtain third quote and arrange site visit, and report back with recommendations in the next 2 months.

12. RESPONSE TO GYPSY & TRAVELLER SITE CONSULTATION

The deadline to comment on the consultation is 10th February.  Current proposal is for 1 static pitch  in Pompeys Lane which is already in situ and 15 pitches in Hurn Court Lane. Cllr Cullen volunteered to reply to the consultation on behalf of the Parish Council.. 
13. THE PARISH COUNCIL HUT

Councillor Cullen updated the Council of behalf of the appointed sub-committee. There were estimates in the previous Council’s files for £7000 and £12000 for demolition of the hut, but it had now been realised that there was a potential demand for the hut, to be dismantled and re-erected elsewhere at no cost to the Council. There had been 10 expressions of interest, the Gosport Scout Group being the successful candidate. This is now expected to take place  end February/early March.  Cllr Cullen will submit the Planning permission for the demolition.  
 The proposed replacement of a small pavilion associated with the playground has a funding bid in with DCC for Community Improvement. Councillors thanked Cllr Cullen and Cllr Macdonald for their efforts.

14. ACTIVITY PLAN
Cllr Cullen presented the up to date Activity Plan, which had been amended to take account of completed actions. Councillors then discussed the Plan and agreed this was a useful signpost for the way ahead and that it should be produced at Council meetings every 3 months. One item of discussion was that the Council are creating a definitive list of all organisations and entities in West Parley and will allocate a Councillor to keep in touch with each.

Cllr Heaslip asked Cllr Davis to look into Parley Sports Club’s involvement with the  Diamond Jubilee Fete on 4th June 2012. Cllr Davis has a meeting planned with them on 26th January and this is a good opportunity for them to increase their profile within the community. He also reported that the Sports Club has arranged a cricket match with a team of English internationals in the summer that is expected to attract a crowd of perhaps 2000.

15. COUNCILLORS REPORTS ON LEAD AREAS.

Councillor Heaslip spoke at some length about EDDC’s proposals, released on 17 January, for building in the green belt in East Dorset. Plans for West Parley had been increased from the Sept 2010 figures of 320 to 520. This would be 220 houses on the Dudsbury heights field and 300 houses, plus shops and a supermarket on the New Road field. There was also a complex new road network, to be funded by developers, the essential features of which would be new link roads between New Road and Christchurch Road running behind each of the new estates and so avoiding Parley Cross.The crossroads would be simplified by the banning of some presently allowed turns. The details of all this would be placed on the Parish Council website this week.

A disappointing feature of the new proposals was that West Parley’s present housing stock of 1630 would be increased by an unsustainable 32%. It was evident that no notice had been taken of the Parish Plan and its authoritative surveys of residents views. Also disappointing was that neither our District Councillors, our Parish Council or Residents Association had been at all involved in the formulation of these quite detailed local plans.

Cllr Heaslip said the Parish Council’s next task was to make West Parley’s views very clear, to encourage residents to make their views clear also, and to help residents as appropriate in the forthcoming consultations on the District Council’s proposals.

Cllr Oakley said that despite feedback on the proposals, their voice has been ignored and the higher council has gone with the worst case scenario.  It was reminiscent of what had happened at Poor Common, where no input was requested and the forward planning officer said one thing but did another. Cllr Cullen asked if the road alterations had been approved by DCC. Cllr Pearce recommended the Parish Council should be saying a flat NO to the development because it is Green Belt and the Prime Minister and Secretary of State had both made it clear in the last few months that green belt land would remain inviolable. Other Cllrs made points on the effect on the environment, and also asked how the proposals tied in, if at all, with the changes to Parley Cross recently given outline planning approval in connection with the modernisation of the Airport Business Park.

 Cllr Macdonald said this needed further discussion at another meeting and Cllr Heaslip confirmed that a sub committee needs to be formed, with say 4 people, which will  co-ordinated a general approach.
Cllr Macdonald provided an update on recent progress on the appearance of West Parley, including the good work started by Mr Ratcliffe, the new lengthsman.  He asked for any defects to be reported so he can arrange for the lengthsman to tackle them.
Cllr Couper confirmed that she now has 3 quotes for the proposals for the continued improvements to the playground, whilst still remaining within the budget figures.  The original quote discussed at a previous meeting is still the best..  Cllr Cullen said that he may have a funding bid  to assist with costs.  Since the plans for the playground had so far only been agreed in principle, the detailed quotes and plans need to be presented to the Council for formal approval  and this could be done at the next Council meeting. 
 Cllr Cullen reported on an enquiry regarding the support to new community groups by paying for their first 3 meetings.  The group is  25 ladies who quilt for local charities such as Julia’s House and the premature baby unit at Southampton hospital.  Cllr Davies added that she had informed the Memorial Hall Committee of this new scheme we are offering.
Cllr Gooden reported that the proposed coffee mornings for older residents would probably change location as the church had not followed up on previous meetings.   She is currently awaiting costings from Parley Sports Club..
16. DATE OF NEXT MEETING.

The date of the next meeting was set as Wednesday 15th February 2012 at 19:30 hrs (7.30pm) at the Main Hall, MS Centre, Church Lane, West Parley.
